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On July 20, 2014, at 7:05 pm, a man who was in custody within the 67th precinct began causing a 
disturbance. The precinct called for emergency services officers and emergency medical technicians. 
The ESU officers extracted the man from the holding cell, put him on a stretcher, and removed him 
from the precinct. Along the way, the man asked for a Sergeant Bartley’s badge number. Sergeant 
Bartley provided the number and then, as confirmed by both EMTs, stated “I’ll tattoo it on your 
forehead, fuckface.” The EMTs also confirmed that the two detectives punched the man while he 
was being held down on the stretcher.  

The CCRB found that Detective Reilly had struck the man, and that all four officers gave false 
official statements when they claimed that the man had not been struck and that the exchange about 
the badge number had not taken place. 

The only officer punished by the NYPD for this incident was Sergeant Bartley, who was issued a 
command discipline.  

The NYPD did not punish Sergeant Bartley for the false statement and the CCRB allegations are 
listed only as “other misconduct” in a letter from the district attorney.  

The NYPD did not punish Officer DeMarco for the false statement and the CCRB allegations are 
redacted in a later letter from the district attorney. 

The NYPD did not discipline PO Reilly for misconduct and there is no letter regarding him 
disclosed by the District Attorney.

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him were closed as complainant uncooperative and unsubstantiated, respectively, while 

one prior force allegation was closed as unfounded. 

• Det. Shanley has been a member of the service for eighteen years and there are three 

substantiated CCRB allegations against him. In case #200206075, gun drawn, discourtesy 

and abuse-other allegations were substantiated against him. Charges were recommended, 

but the allegations were dismissed at trial. One prior force complaint against Det. Shanley 

was withdrawn. 

• Det. Reilly has been a member of the service for twenty years, and there are no 

substantiated CCRB allegations against him. Two prior force allegations against him 

were closed as unsubstantiated and exonerated, respectively. 

 

Findings and Recommendations 

 

Explanation of Subject Officer Identification  

• EMT  and EMT  alleged that a total of four ESU officers responded to the 

incident. Two of these ESU officers entered the holding cells to remove  

EMT  described one as a 5’6” white male in his late thirties with a hat, and the 

other as a 6’ blond white male in his late thirties. EMT  was only able to describe 

these officers as white males. Det. Shanley and Det. Reilly identified themselves as the 

two ESU officers who entered the holding cells. Det. Shanley is a -old 5’7” white 

male with brown hair, while Det. Reilly is a -old 5’9” bald white male. Both 

officers denied that they struck  As both officers are approximately the same 

height, and the hat that the subject officer wore obscured his hair (or lack thereof), the 

investigation could not clearly identify which officer allegedly struck  in the 

holding cells. Since Det. Shanley and Det. Reilly are normally assigned to separate ESU 

trucks, a force allegation has been pleaded against “an officer” from an unknown 

command. 

• EMT  and EMT  stated that a total of four ESU officers responded to the 

incident and used force against  by the front desk. All of the officers 

interviewed, however, stated that Det. Reilly and Det. Shanley were the only ESU 

officers who responded. The ESU report prepared by Det. Reilly confirms that they were 

the only two ESU officers to respond to the incident (See Board Review: ESU Report). 

Both Det. Reilly and Det. Shanley confirmed that they removed  from the 

holding cells and interacted with him by the front desk. Therefore, force allegations have 

been pleaded against them. 

• The EMTs alleged that the officer who  requested his shield number from 

provided this information verbally, and then threatened to tattoo the shield number onto 

s forehead. EMT  further alleged that this officer punched  

in the face after  spat on him. Sgt. Bartley confirmed that  both 

requested his shield number and spat on him. Therefore, threat of force and force 

allegations have been pleaded against him. 

•  described one of the precinct officers present during the incident as a 5’11” 

light-skinned male with black hair. This description corresponds to PO Mark DeMarco, 

who is a 5’11” white male with black hair. At the time of the incident, PO DeMarco was 

assigned as the 67th Precinct’s cell attendant. He confirmed during his interview that he 

was one of the officers present when  was removed from the stationhouse, 

and that he assisted in moving  into a restraining bag. 
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NYPD Patrol Guide procedure 203-08 forbids officers from knowingly making a false official 

statement during administrative proceedings, including CCRB interviews. This procedure does 

not apply when an officer denies an administrative charge of misconduct (See Board Review: 

Legal Reference).
